The Consortium in Biomedical Engineering, C-EBM, offers three research positions in the field 
of Biomedical Engineering. More specifically, in Biomechanics and Biomaterials 
(Job/Fellowship Reference: C2008-IST/IDMEC.10), Biomedical Imaging and Modeling, 
(Job/Fellowship Reference: C2008-IST/CFTP.4), Management of Health Systems 
(Job/Fellowship Reference: C2008-IST/CEG-IST.2).  
 
The Consortium in Biomedical Engineering gathers several research units, institutes and 
departments associated to Instituto Superior Técnico (IST) and to the Faculty of Medicine of the 
University of Lisbon (FMUL), to promote research, innovation and foster connections to the 
health, clinical and industrial sectors.

Job summary: The successful candidates will conduct independent research of international 
standards in the field of Biomedical Engineering, and are also expected to contribute to current 
research projects, as well as to support activities of supervision in advanced scientific training. 
 
The successful candidates will receive a salary in accordance with the university regulations for a 
senior research associate. The contract offered will have duration of up to 5 years, with an initial 
contract for three years, renewable for another two years upon mutual agreement. The annual 
gross income, before taxes, will be 3,038.06 Euros x 14 months.  
 
APPLICANTS 
Applicants should hold a PhD in Biomedical Engineering, Bioengineering, or in any area in the 
interface of Physics, Mathematics, Chemistry or Engineering Sciences with Biomedical and Life 
Sciences. They should have a strong publication record in a relevant field of research for the jobs 
offered, and provide evidence of the ability to work independently, and to effectively participate 
in inter-disciplinary and international projects. At least 3 years of successful post-doctoral 
research experience are required.
